INTRODUCTION

TuE oricins of the Spanish Military Orders of Chivalry date from the
twelfth century. Calatrava, the first in order of time, combined the ordin-
ary aims of a religious order with the duty of fighting the infidels. This
also was the twofold purpose of the orders of Santiago, Alcantara and
Montesa founded in later years. Santiago added to its mission the parti-
cular duties of protecting and sheltering the medieval pilgrims on their
journey to the tomb of St. James. For centuries these orders were in-
dependent and, as time went by, their wealth and military strength
became a threat to the state. This brought them into conflict with the
strong centralizing policy of the Catholic Monarchs. In this struggle
the crown prevailed and brought under its control the three orders of
Santiago, Calatrava and Alcantara, a position recognised by Pope
Adrian VI in 1523. Montesa remained independent until 1587 when
Philip IT brought it into line with the other orders. With the passing of
time there was little opportunity of fulfilling the original aims of these
orders, but their knighthoods continue to be recognized down to the
present day as titles of the highest honour and prestige. In the eighteenth
century there was established another order of knighthood, that of
Carlos III.

The first record we have of an Irishman being admitted to knighthood
in Spain is in 1607. By that year, when Daniel O Sulivan Beare became
the first Irish knight of Spain, the system of admission to the order had
become standardized and from then on followed a very definite pattern.
First the candidate had to be nominated by the King. Then the Council
of Knights appointed two of its members as commissioners to examine the
qualifications, certificates, affidavits and sponsors of the candidate who,
amongst other things, had to prove his genealogy, his noble origin and
his personal worthiness. He also had to prove absence of heresy, jewry or
illegitimacy for at least three generations. The commissioners’ examina-
tion was very detailed and often lasted for several months and, in some
difficult cases, for years. During their enquiries the commissioners
questioned on oath and took signed statements from a large number of
witnesses or sponsors who had particular knowledge of the candidate or
his family. In the case of Irish candidates it is natural that many of these
sponsors were also of Irish origin. On the conclusion of their enquiries the
commissioners presented their report, usually consisting of well over a
hundred pages, to the Council of Knights which then either approved or
rejected the candidate.

To us these reports are important as they include the genealogy and
any certificates or testimonials presented by the candidate, accounts of
the interrogation of sponsors in the form of affidavits, and finally the
¢ommissioners’ own summing-up of the merits of the case.
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Though most of the documents of the orders are in a fair state of preserva-
tion many are faded, discoloured, stained and frayed and make difficult
and tedious reading. This is due not only to the accidents of fires, damp-
ness and general lack of attention at different stages of their history, but
also to varying quality of materials and to the fact that many of the
documents are scribbled affidavits hastily written by hurrying officials.
Fortunately the documents are now well and carefully housed in the
Archivo Histérico Nacional de Madrid.

In the rolls of these knights the ancient aristocracy of every part of
Ireland is well represented by the O Kindelans of Meath, the Maguires,
O Donnells and O Neills of Ulster, the MacCarthys, O Sullivans, O Dono-
ghues and O Briens of Munster, the O Heynes, O Kellys and O Coonnors
of Connaught; well represented, too, are the great families of the new
Irish:-the Butlers, Geraldines, de Lacys, Clanrickards and Mac William
Burkes. From various indications I calculate at nearly two hundred, a
very high proportion, the number of knights of Irish origin in the five
orders of chivalry already mentioned. Considering the fires and changes
and lack of attention it is not surprising that the documentation concerning
many of these has been lost or mislaid, but perhaps further searches will
be fruitful in bringing at least some of them to light.

In this first volume will be found transcriptions from the records of the
Order of Santiago referring to sixty knights of Irish origin. The order
followed in editing the documents of each of these knights is (a) Genealogy,
(b) Summary of genealogy, (¢) Documents such as wills, testimonials,
certificates of baptism, marriage and death, (d) List of sponsors.

The standard Spanish contractions of the period are silently extended.
but otherwise I reproduce the documents without change, correction
or modernization of spelling; as the Spanish texts are all relatively modern
no difficulties of understanding are thereby caused and it is not necessary
to stress the importance of transcribing the Irish proper names as in the
originals. Sometimes it is clear that these names, and particularly the
place names, are written phonetically according to Spanish standards.
In some cases this is probably due to the fact that the writer was a Spaniard
attempting to reproduce words he has heard from Irishmen but had
never seen written; in others it would seem that Irishmen were trying to-
represent in Spanish their own pronunciation of the names. In this
connexion it should be Temembered that the sound represented by -the
Spanish X and J was similar to our Irish CH and, when preceding a
slender vowel, QU was similar to the English K; most Spaniards
considered B and V as interchangeable and often represented initial
W by GU. Some examples from the hundreds which could be cited are
Cloxer [Doc. LIV], Calajan [XXXI], O Morujou [XV], Queruan
[XLV], Quiery [XXXV], Quilnamana [CXXXII], Bearhaben [I].
Virhaven Tovin [VII], [CXXVII], Guadin [XLIX] and Guatorfordia
[XXXII].

Of course; in the seventeenth and eighteenth centuries, the spelling
of Irish proper names was not stable. Thus, even in the same document
we find the same individual varying the spelling and it is quite common
to find members of the same family adopting different orthographic
standards even with regard to their own name. The famous leader of the
retreat from West Cork to Leitrim gives his name as O Sulevan [X] while
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his elder son writes O Sulivan [I] and the younger writes Sulivan [VII].
Their historian kinsman signs O Sullevan [XXVIII].

Almost invariably the Irish in Spain hispanicized their first names by
adopting recognized Spanish forms and so we find Duarte or Eduardo
for Edward; Diego, Santiago or Jaime for James; Eugenio for Eoghan
and so on. )

There is also a certain amount of hispanicization of Irish family names.
Some of the forms cause little or no difficulty such as Galchurio (Gallagher),
Guadin (Wadding), Combeo (Conway), Geraldino (Fitzgerald), Angulo
(Nangle), Quegano (Keegan), Urleo (Hurley), de Arseo (Darcy), Bateo (Bathe)
and Lince (Lynch). Direct translations such as Lobo (Woulfe) and Blanco
(White) can be misleading, but most trouble is caused by Irishmen who
adopt ordinary and widespread Spanish names which happen in some
slight way to be similar to their own. Often, as a consequence, the reader
may not suspect that the very common Spanish names of Martinez,
- Ztiiiga, Vega, Borja and Henriquez conceal an Irish-born Martin,
Cunigan, Begg, Bourke, or Harrison. If Juan San Juan, Dionisio de
Castro or Daniel de Guia had not told us that they were Irish, the ordmary
reader could not be expected to penetrate their disguises.

Most of the Irish place names are readily recognizable though some
seem obscure. On Irish place names I am not qualified to give an opinion
of any weight and so leave the authoritative word to our capable local
historians and to those who have made a special study of the subject.
With this principle in mind I have been particularly careful to reproduce
faithfully, as in the originals, the spellings of place names even when they
would seem to be erroneous as Castleltoron, Macetoron, Comus and
Balzahin.

The regulations of the Orders demanded genealogies of no more than
three generations but fortunately these are usually the all-important
generations which give us the link between the new family being founded
in Spain and the Irish families. from which it sprang. In almost every case
the names of the Irish ancestors are given with details of family rank,
townland or parish which facilitate identification.

The summaries of the genealogies are clearly meant for quick reference
as they give only the persona.l names and omit all descriptive detaﬂs of
families and places of origin.

Some of the sponsors acted as such for more than one knight; never-
theless, in this volume alone, there are more than eight hundred distinct
individuals of Irish origin who were sponsors for the candidates. Apart
from being indications of the circles in which the knights moved, these
sponsors have their own interest. The very existence of many of them was
hitherto unknown and, outside the documentation in continental archives,
there is little or no information about the great majority.

As a rule we get very little personal information in any one affidavit
made by a sponsor. However, by adding facts from other continental
documents to the little he tells us, it is usually possible to throw light on his
Irish origins and Spanish connexions. In some few cases no more emerges
than the fact that the individual in question was “born in Ireland”.
As an aid to those who may be particularly interested in tracing any of
these Irishmen some identifying data are given in square brackets, and
references in the notes indicate unpublished sources containing further’
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information. The principal archives in which this material has been
found are: Archives Nationales, Paris; Archives de la Guerre, Paris;
Bibliothéque Nationale, Paris; Archives Municipales, Nantes; Arch1v1o
di Stato, Naples; Archivio di Stato, Parma; Biblioteca Communale,
Piacenza; Magawley Family Archives, Reggio Emilia; Griffith Family
Archives, Medesano; Archivo Histérico Nacional, Madrid; Biblioteca
Nacional, Madrid; Archivo del Museo Naval, Madrid; Archivo General
Militar, Segovia; Archivo General, Simancas; Archivo de la Casa de
Alba, Palacio Liria, Madrid; O Neill Family Archives, Seville; O Neill
Family Archives, Mallorca; O Neale Family Archives, Cadiz; Arquivo
da Torre do Tombo, Lisbon; Biblioteca Nacional, Lisbon; Biblioteca
Publica, Evora; Arquivo de Coimbra. Based on these unpublished sources
biographies of the eight hundred sponsors mentioned in this volume are
included in a biographical dictionary of the Irish in Spain on which
much work has been done during the past two years. The completion of
this work, however, will take some time and its publication in separate
parts will have to be spread over years.

Perhaps the following should also be noted:

1. " With the exception of the tilde accents were rarely used in the
documents here transcribed.

2. In document CCXXII the Bishop of Limerick’s name is written
as Dionisio whereas Brady in his Episcopal Succession gives Daniel. This
could be the translator’s slip especially as the bishop’s secretary’s name
was also Dionisio and in this document his signature follows that of the
bishop.

3. I am indebted to Father John Meagher of St. Cathérine’s,
Meath Street, Dublin, for drawing my attention to the fact'that the Jorge
Brien mentioned in document CCXXXI is usually known as Byrne.
Brien is probably a Spanish copyist’s error for Bruin, a common Spanish
rendering of the name. .

4. I have noticed that men born on the continent of Irish parents
sometimes give their father’s Irish place of origin as their own place of
birth. For instance the Jesuit, Fr. Patricio O Galvan, states he was
born in Ireland whereas, in fact, he was born in France of Irish parents.
The same pride in their Irish origin led such men as the very distin-
guished Spanish admiral, Enrique Mac Donell, three generations out
of Ireland, to state that he was Irish though his mother was French and
he and his father were born in Spain.

5. In document XLIV Fadrique Plunqueto y Bietaj is wrongly
referred to as Fadrique Plunqueto de Bohorques, a mistake due, no
doubt, to his wife’s maiden name, Elena de Bohorques.

6. The bishop of Elphin seems to be intended instead of bishop of
Roscommon as in document CCIV.

7. Finally in document XLI a generation on the paternal side
is omitted in the genealogy of Fadrique Plunqueto y Bohorques.
Fortunately this omitted generation is included in document XXII.

In a work of this nature, involving the reading of some thousands of
documents in varying states of preservation and legibility, and the
copymg of many hundreds of them, it would be optimistic to expect
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absolute absence of errors or inaccuracies. I hope, however, to have
reduced these to a minimum by a triple checking, with the original
documents or photocopies, of all transcriptions and references.

In the course of my searches and of the preparation of these documents
for press I have incurred many a debt of gratitude. I express my gratitude
to Professor McBride of University College, Dublin, whose experience
and advice were always at my disposal. For their unfailing courtesy I
thank the directors and staff of the many continental archives in which
I have worked. Dr. Hayes, Director of our own National Library, was
particularly helpful in every way; indeed, I have derived incalculable
help from the admirable microfilm collection he has made of material of
Irish historical interest. Thanks to him microfilm copies of most of the
documents cited in this volume are now in Ireland and films of the
others have been ordered. I should be indeed ungrateful if I did not
acknowledge my indebtedness to my colleagues, Miss Caridad Kindelan
y Gémez de Bonilla, Mrs. Maria Isabel Butler de Foley (formerly Miss
Maria Isabel Butler y Pontes) and Miss Anne Moran for assistance in
preparing the index. ’

A final word of thanks is due to the President and Governing Body of
University College, Dublin, for facilities and help without which I could
not have undertaken this work.
